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These are some interesting experiences that we have done in our although they are not individually projects for students but as a whole, it is a project for the teachers and the school itself. 

.In our school a group of teachers (different subjects and levels of mainly Secondary School ) have developed materials to teach a unit exclusively using ITC (no distance learning, just what we call learner autonomy friendly materials) . That was after going through a process which involved:

  . Computer training, use of different programs which can help to develop materials for teaching 

  .Unit design discussions

  . Problem solving sessions

  . Follow up sessions

  . Develop questionnaires for teachers and students to assess the experience

We gave students and teachers a questionnaire asking about different aspects of the experience. The results are very interesting. We have also compared two classes of the same level where the same topic was taught one using ICT and another with the traditional way of book and blackboard and have asked students and teachers about the experience. The study is also very interesting.  

The teachers involved were no computer experts and they mainly used widely common Microsoft programmes. The materials created are not technically interesting it is more a matter of the change of mentality that  the teachers have proved to do with the experience.

. With what we learnt we ended up developing a course to train other teachers in how to create easy-to-make materials so students can learn with autonomy.
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
