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The global dimension has in recent years become still a more central part of education in many countries. The same goes for the integration of ICT. The Youth Meeting Youth (YMY) project has been established to implement and carry out intercultural communication in the learning process. 

Teachers and students from lower and upper secondary schools in Denmark, Zambia and Kenya have started the cooperation in August 2002 and take part in the pilot phase that runs until 2004.
