The project Tell me! is meant for pupils aged 8 to 12. The schools involved in the project till now are:  Istituto Comprensivo "Via Bitossi, 5, Roma, Italy;  Aadland Skole, Norway;  Solkan Elementary School, Slovenia; Studies Center Joan XXIII, L'Hospitalet Barcelona, Spain and Escola Básica 2, 3 da Cruz de Pau, Portugal. 

Tell me!  is a languages (mother tongue as well as  foreign languages) and ICT based project where other subjects such as Arts, Music and Sports have also a very important role. The pupils involved in the project will exchange between themselves expressions, words, sentences, dialogues, songs, traditional tales, traditional games, etc in various areas / themes / topics. In this exchanges pupils will use their mother tongues as well as English as the communication and support language, making also use of drawings and pictures as  a way of getting closer to the others. In each country pupils select the expressions they consider vital to communicate with others using their mother tongue in different contexts. Parallel to the exchange of  expressions there will be also an exchange of cultural and social information essential to the building of the European citizen. These words/expressions will be recorded in the mother tongue as well as in English by all the participants and made available in Webpages. With this project we want to promote the pupils’ mother tongues, specially from countries with not so widely spoken languages in Europe,  on the one hand and on the other hand facilitate the free circulation of citizens between European countries, making them more aware of the differences and similarities between themselves, their cultural and social contexts as well as their mother tongues.

Hopefully the Tell me! project will become in the near future a Comenius 1 project as four of the already involved countries (Italy, Norway, Spain and Portugal) together with a school from Slovakia - Základná škola Dvina – sent the application forms to the corresponding National Agencies.
