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The large national project ITiS (IT in School) is finishing now. All schools have good Internet access. 60 % of the teachers have been trained how to use ICT in education. They have been working in teams planning and carrying out projects with their pupils/students. In-service training in school, integrated with the daily work, rather than traditional courses, where you never know what happens afterwards –if anything happens.

All these teachers have also received a computer (desktop or laptop) to work with at home. All staff and pupils/students have personal e-mail addresses.
All this has had a large impact on education of course, but still we suffer from the same disease as many other countries: The technological development runs a lot faster than the pedagogical development.
There is a lot to be done!

Words like ‘collaboration’ and ‘flexible learning’ are in fashion. Many people talk about it, but so far very little is done.

This is difficult. We must do it together using all new wonderful tools for collaboration and stop re-inventing wheels over and over again.

Organisations like ESP and projects like ECOLE can contribute to that.

During this last year the Swedish Ministry of Education as well as the National Board of Education has invited to discussions and co-operation within these fields.
What lies ahead of us is extremely exciting.
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
