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The primary goal of this year was providing information about ESP projects to teachers who work with students with special learning needs and encouraging them to involve themselves and their students to become involved in current ESP projects and to propose new projects that fit their interests and learning goals. 

To work toward this goal, the following activities were conducted:

· An article about ESP, its relationship to TAM, ESP projects, and how to get involved was published in “The TAM Connector” in February 2003.  This publication is distributed to hundreds of TAM members and many others around the USA.

· A description of ESP and a link to ESP projects is scheduled for inclusion on the TAM website so that people in the USA can become aware of and more easily involved in ESP projects

· A session entitled, “Increase Student Skills and Build Global Understanding: You Can do it with ESP” was presented at the 2003 TAM Conference by Joy Zabala and Chauncy Rucker.

The second major goal was to continue to strengthen the collaboration between ESP and TAM that was begun by Chauncy Rucker several years ago by increasing awareness and participation.

To work toward this goal, the following activities were conducted:

· The TAM representative on ESP Executive Board was invited to attend TAM Executive Board meetings so that the representative is able to promote ESP participation and be well informed about TAM activities that may connect to ESP interests.
